To activate your student visa, you must: 

(a) Enter Hong Kong by presenting your student visa 
(“e-Visa”) to the officer-on-duty at the 
Immigration counter 

(b) Receive a landing slip of your student visa from 
the Immigration officer 

 
Submit a copy of the following documents to the 

Graduate School (including landing slip) through the 
visa application system 

(a) Landing slip 
(b) "e-Visa" 
(c) Passport/EEP/Visit Permit 
(d) "Endorsement-D" (Mainland students only)
