	Important Notes

1. Research Postgraduate (RPg) students should take postgraduate level courses at HKBU (i.e. Level 6 (6000-series) and Level 7 (7000-series) courses) and any of the courses labelled as postgraduate level offered by the Cross-Institutional Course Enrolment Scheme for the fulfilment of coursework requirements.
2. RPg students should complete this form to: 
(a) add courses during the add/drop period; 
(b) drop courses during the add/drop period; and/or 
(c) withdraw courses after the deadline for dropping courses.
3. The Academic Calendar shows the start and end dates of the add/drop period. Courses can be added/dropped during the first two weeks of classes. 
4. For Research Postgraduate Courses, approval from course instructor(s) is required when you: 

(a) add a course which is not offered by your Faculty/School; 
(b) add a course after the add/drop period; and/or 

(c) withdraw from a course.
For Taught Postgraduate Courses (courses not listed here), approval from programme director(s)* is/are required when you:

(a) add a course; and/or 

(b) withdraw from a course.

Then, you may find the information about programme director under different offering units at https://ar.hkbu.edu.hk/tpg-admissions/programmes.
5. Application for course withdrawal must be submitted to the Graduate School four weeks before the commencement of the semester final examination. Courses withdrawn will be graded as “W” on the transcript. 
6. Courses dropped within the add/drop period will not be recorded on the transcript.
7. Units gained from Cross-Institutional Courses will be transferred automatically, subject to fulfilment of grading requirements and receipt of transcripts from universities concerned by the end of the semester.
8. When adding a *course, you are required to indicate whether it is intended for the fulfilment of coursework requirement (see the column “Coursework Requirement” below). The indication you make will be interpreted as follows: 
(a) If yes, the course at postgraduate level will be recorded on the transcript and counted towards the calculation of GPA, except for courses with satisfactory (S) and unsatisfactory (U) grades; 
(b) If no, the course will be recorded on the transcript but will not be counted towards the calculation of GPA. (e.g. a course can be taken for interest or as recommended by Principal Supervisors.) 
* Sit-in courses are not counted in all circumstances regardless of (a) or (b) above.
